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ͻ Students should never attempt to repair an iPad.  

ͻ Repairs should only be completed at an Authorised Apple Service Provider.  iPad Identification

ͻ Students should clearly label their iPad and accessories for easy identification.   

Insurance Coverage    

ͻ If students or parents wish to carry their own additional personal insurance to protect the iPad in 

cases of theft, loss, or accidental damage, they should consult their insurance agent for details about 

their personal coverage of the iPad.   

Occupational Health and Safety  

General recommendations for the use of the iPad include:  

ͻ Avoiding extended use of the iPad while resting it on your lap. The bottom of the iPad can generate 

as much heat as a laptop.  

ͻ Take frequent breaks when using the iPad for long periods of time. Look away from the iPad 

approximately every fifteen minutes.

USING YOUR IPAD AT THE COLLEGE    
iPads are required for use at the College each day. Individual teachers may have certain expectations about 

what students have on their iPad. Students are responsible for bringing their iPad to all classes - unless 

specifically instructed not to do so by their teacher.   

iPads Left at Home    

Å Students are responsible for getting the iPad dependent work completed if iPads are not brought to 

the College.    

Keeping your iPad secure at school   

Å When a student or their class is out of the classroom, iPads must be locked up in secure a location 

(securely locked room or locker).   

Å iPads must not be left at the College overnight.  

Charging Your iPad’s Battery    

Å iPads must be brought to the College each day in a fully charged condition. Students need to charge 

their iPads each evening.   

Å In cases where use of the iPad has caused batteries to become discharged due to not being fully 

charged the previous night, students will not be permitted to charge their iPads on College grounds.   

Sound, Music, pictures, Games or Programs    

ͻ Sound must be muted at all times unless permission is obtained from the teacher. Students must 

bring headphones to class to accompany the iPad.   

ͻ Music is allowed on the iPad and can be used at the discretion of the teacher.    

ͻ Inappropriate media may not be used as a screensaver or background photo. Inappropriate content 

must be removed as requested.    

ͻ Apps, Videos and photos must be rated suitable for the device owner. Presence of weapons, 

pornographic materials, suggestive images, inappropriate language, alcohol, drug, tobacco, and gang 

related symbols or pictures will result in removal of content and possible disciplinary actions.    

Internet Access    

ͻ Students are provisioned with an internet quota that is refreshed on a monthly basis. This will cover 

internet browsing for research, required app use and other downloads permitted by teachers.   

ͻ All large downloads including game Apps, App updates, music and video need to be completed at 

home. You will need a wireless router/access point connected to the internet to achieve this.    

3G (Mobile Data) Connection  

ͻ Students are strictly prohibited from using 3G data connections (where available) while on College 

grounds. Mobile Data settings must be turned off at all times while onsite.  

ͻ Parents or Guardians who have provided their student with a 3G enabled iPad and associated data 

plan are solely responsible for any costs incurred via its usage, regardless of College use.  
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BYOD iPads   

Bring your own device iPads are the property of the student who has brought the device to the College. It is 

the students responsibility to keep the iPad in a secure location when they are not using it.   

Possible damages   

The iPad is a portable device that, when not protected properly, can be damaged:    

ͻ Screen can be cracked, outer case dented and internals damaged if dropped   

ͻ If submerged in water or exposed to extreme heat the internals of an iPad can be damaged   

Consequences   

In the event that an iPad is broken, the teacher in charge will resolve the issue and give appropriate 

consequences.   

College insurance does not cover the deliberate or accidental damage of individual iPads. The student/s 

involved may be liable for any damages caused.   

ͻ If a student accidently or deliberately drops/damages their own device they are completely 

responsible for the damages and replacement/repair.

(Parents will be informed that the College will 

have the broken device repaired and invoice the student/s who are at fault).
